Leatherhead Swimming Club’s Youngsters Find Atlantis To 
Their Taste. 

 
Whilst Leatherhead Swimming Club’s seniors swimmers were doing batt le in the 

South East Championships at Aldershot, the club’s younger swimmers were 

making a splash at the Atlantis Horsham Open meet over the weekend.  Coach 

Jamie Stewart ably assisted by Helen Doig descended on the fine Pavili ons venue 

at Horsham to compete against 17 other South of England clubs in what turned 

out to be a highly successful meet for the Leatherhead Club.  In all Leatherhead 

swimmers came away with an impressive haul of medals, 15 gold, 11 silver and 

23 bronze all of which make the future seem rosy for the club. 

 

Top Leatherhead gir l was 13yrs old Emily Nurse who won 3 gold medals, 1 silver 

and a bronze.  Emily had a par ticular ly exciting and gutsy race against a strong 

field to take the gold in the 100m freestyle in a time just a shade outside her 

personal best. 

 

Not to be outdone the top boy was 11 yrs old Daniel Malamud who claimed 4 

gold and one bronze medals all i n personal best times.  His 100m freestyle and 

individual medley were par ticular ly impressive for his taking huge chunks out of 

his previous times. 
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Hot on the heels of the top boy and gir l were several of the club’s younger 

troupe, headed with a double gold by the youngest team member 9yrs old Louis 

Foster  in the 50m butterfly and individual medley events.  Fergal Marrett , 

10yrs, also won twin gold medals winning the 50 and 100m backstroke taking a 

huge amount off his 100m time in the process.  With a gold bonded 1st place each 

were Emma Brown,9yrs, in the 100m breaststroke, Chr is Green,10yrs in the 50m 

breaststroke, Gabby Or lich, 10yrs in the 50m freestyle and Fin Ring-Hrubesh, 

10yrs, in the 100m butterfly.  Chr is Green and Fin Ring-Hrubesh also each won 

a brace of silver medals in other events with Fin Ring-Hrubesh also winning a 

bronze as did Louis Foster. Gabby Or lich took an additional 3 bronze medals in 

other events. 

 

Leatherhead’s older swimmers didn’t miss out on the fun, Alison Davies, 15yrs, 

winning silver medals in the 50m and 100m butterfly and 15yrs old Luke Shields 

winning a silver in the 50m freestyle and a bronze medal in the 100m 

breaststroke in a personal best time.  Rachel Dunne, 11yrs, with a typically 

energetic 100m butterfly took the silver, medal and Keiran Hodson-Kil roy, 

11yrs, with an equally rapid 50m breaststroke also won silver. 

 

Competition for the bronze medals was no less fierce with 12yrs old Josh 

McDonough and 11yrs old Callum Room taking no less than 9 between them 

with Room swimming PBs in all of them.  Torr on Iveson 10yrs, Eloise Crowther, 

10yrs and Alice Foster 12yrs completed the medal haul with a bronze medal 

apiece.
