Over the weekend Leatherhead Swimming Club hosted its Annual Summer, 

level 3 Gala at the Dorking Leisure Centre Pool.  This was a chance for  

swimmers to take par t in their  first competitive event or  for  those who are on the 

way up to prove themselves.  In the event it was a great day for  Leatherhead 

Swimming Club’s youngsters, competing against teams from, Wimbledon, 

Rushmoor Royals, Gators, Epsom, Bromley, Godstone, Guildford, Box Hill, 

Seven Islands, Redhill &  Reigate and Sutton Atlantis swimming clubs they took 

51 gold medals out of a possible 98 and won 120 medals overall.  The 

Leatherhead Swimmers also swam a fantastic number of personal best times all 

of which bodes well for  the future of the club. 

Top medal winner  of the weekend was 13yrs old Josh McDonough with Gold 

medals in the boy’s 13yrs 100m freestyle, 100m breaststroke, 100m butter fly, 

200m freestyle, 100m individual medley and 200m individual medley.  Josh was 

closely followed by 15yrs old Lauren Parsons who won gold medals in the gir l’s 

15/16yrs 100m freestyle, 100m butter fly, 200m freestyle, 100m individual medley 

and 200m individual medley.  Another  Leatherhead swimmer who won gold all 

the way was 12yrs old Alice Foster  who won 4 golds in the gir ls 12yrs category, 

winning the 100m freestyle, 100m backstroke, 200m freestyle and 200m 

individual medley. 
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Keiran Hodson-Kilroy, 11yrs swam 4 personal best times winning his 4 gold 

medals and a bronze.  Keiran won the boys 11yrs, 50m freestyle, 200m freestyle, 

100m and 200m individual medleys and came third in the 50m backstroke. 

11yrs old Rachel Dunne swimming with real competitive aggression won 3 gold 

medals in the gir ls 11yrs age group winning the 100m butter fly, 200m freestyle 

and 200m individual medley.  Rachel also took a silver  medal in the 100m 

freestyle and bronze in the 100m backstroke.  All of her  times were big personal 

bests. 

 

Emily Nurse dominated the gir ls 13yrs events, winning gold in the 100m 

backstroke, 100m breaststroke and 200m freestyle all in personal best times.  

Emily also won silver  in the 200m individual medley.  Three gold medals also 

went to 12yrs old Andrew Dickinson who won the boys 12yrs 100m freestyle, 

100m backstroke and 200m freestyle.  He also won the bronze medal in the 100m 

individual medley.  All his times were PBs.  9yrs old Georgia Graham was top 

9yrs old gir l winning the 50m backstroke, 100m individual medley and 200m 

individual medley recording personal best times. 

 

In the gir ls 11yrs age group Zainab Carr-Miller  won 5 medals, gold in the 100m 

freestyle and 100m individual medley, a silver  medal in the 200m individual 

medley and bronze medals in the 100m butter fly and 200m freestyle swimming 

big personal best times.
