Onceagain L eatherhead Swimming Clubs swimmers came up topsfor coach
Ron Philpot when a small squad at the Guildford City Open Event came away
with a grand total of 82 medals over the weekend at the Guildford Spectrum
Pool 29 gold,36 silver and 17 bronze. Theteam also swam in incredible 134

personal best times.

L eatherhead’stop medal winner was club captain Charlotte Har man who swam
in 7 events and won medalsin 7 each in a personal best time. Charlotte won gold
in the ladies open 400m freestyle and 100m backstroke, silver in the 200m
backstroke and 200m freestyle, then bronze in the 100m freestyle, 50m

backstroke and 50m freestyle.

15yr old Charlotte ‘L otte' Hobbs though was the most successful of the club’s
swimmerswinning thegirls 15yrs, 100m backstroke in a National qualifying time
and PB of 1.06.28, the 100m freestyle in another PB and NQT of 59.81. Shealso
won the 50m backstrokein a PB of 31.80 but this event isnot competed for at the
National Championships. L otte came second in the 200m backstroke and 200m

freestyle both in personal best and National qualifying times.
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The club’smale captain Chris Ashton had hisbest swim on thefirst day winning
the gold in the men’s open 400m freestyle on a PB and National Qualifying time
of 4.04.06 he went on to take the gold medal in the men’s open 200 and 100m

breaststroke.

Chloe Bean the clubs 12yr old girls breaststroke specialist also won three gold
medals, winning the girls 12yrs 200m breaststroke in a PB of 2.53.29 she went on

towin the 100m and 50m breaststr oke events.

Rebecca Cooke, 14yrs swam a personal best to win the girls 14yrs 50m
backstrokein 33.52 she also won the 50m freestyle gold medal. Rebecca swam
another PB coming second in the 50m butterfly in 33.04 also taking silver in the

100m backstroke and bronzein the 200m backstroke.
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17yr old Allan Campbell won a brace of Gold Medals and a brace of silver
winning the men’s open 200m freestyle and 200m backstr oke and then coming

second in the 50m backstroke and 100m backstroke all in personal best times.

Thereweretwo golds and two silver medalsfor 17yr old Katy Hogan who won
the ladies open 200m breaststroke and 200m individual medley and came second

in the 100m individual medley and 100m breaststr oke.

Power house swimmer Hannah Shore 15yrs, won the girls 15yrs 50m freestylein
a PB and National Qualifying time of 27.86 and the 50m butterfly in a PB of
31.01. Hannah took thesilver for the 50m backstroke and bronzein the 100m
backstroke both also in personal bests. Hannah’s medal haul was matched by
Andrew Norman 14yrswho won gold in the boys 14yrs 100m backstroke and
200m individual medley events both in personal best times, he was second in the

50m backstroke and won bronze in the 400m individual medley alsoin a PB.

Breaststroker David Andrews 15yrs, took gold medalsin the boys 15yrs 200m
and 50m breaststroke both in personal best times and was a close second in the
100m breaststroke. Another breaststroke specialist Sam Crowther won a pair of

gold medals winning the boys 16yrs 200m and 100m br eaststroke events.

Grace Archer also bagged a brace of golds winning the girls 16yrs 200m freestyle

in aPB of 2.12.90 and also taking the gold medal in the 100m butterfly.
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L eather heads, youngster Daniel Malamud also had a great weekend, winning
gold in the boys 11yrs 100m butterfly in a PB and also winning silver medalsin
the 200m freestyle and 200m individual medley both in PBsand silver in the 50m

butterfly and 50m backstroke.

Liam Mellett 15yrs came within 2/10s of a second of getting hisNQT for the 50m

freestyle taking gold in a PB of 25.65.

Nicola Cooke won 6 medalssilver in the girls 12yrs400m freestyle, 200m
backstroke, 100m freestyle, 100m backstroke and 50m backstroke then bronzein

the 50m freestyle and 100m freestyle all in superb personal best times.

Therewere 3 silver and a bronze medal for 13yrsold tough guy Jack Beddoes,
silver in the 200m breasts, 100m freestyle and 200m freestyle and bronzein the
100m breaststroke all in personal best times. Charlotte Robertson 15yrswon
silver in the girls 15yrs400m freestylein a National Qualifying time and PB of
4.27.50. Shahiralshak won 3 silver medalsin thegirls 16yrs 100m individual
medley, 50m freestyle and 50m butterfly. Her timein the 50m freestyle was a
PB. Callum Room was 2" in the boys 11 yrs 200m and 100m backstrokein
personal best times, 3" in the 100m freestylein another PB and 3™ in the 50m
butterfly. Lauren Parsonswon thesilver in the girls 15yrs 200m butterfly with a
PB, Keran Hodson-Kilroy was 3%in the boys 11yrs 100m breaststroke with a

PB of 1.35.01.
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A great prospect for the future, thetiny Louis Foster, just 9yrsold took two
silver medalsonein the boys 9yrs 100m individual medley and the other in the

boys 9yrs 200m backstroke. Both werein personal best times.

Kristy Robertson 12yrswon bronzein the
girls 100m and 50m backstroke events each in a PB, Emily Nurse 13yrswon
bronzein thegirls 13yrs 100m backstroke also in a PB and Suzanne Nor man

11yrswon bronzein thegirls 11yrs400m individual medley.
