With 7 medals and 6 National Championships Quali fying times Leatherhead 

Swimming Clubs r ising star Hannah Shore dominated the South East Regional 

swimming Championships held at Aldershot Garr ison Pool over last weekend.  

Shore took 3 of the club’s 5 

gold medals.  In the ladies open 

100m butterfly she not only 

won her age group but also 

took the gold medal for the 

open event with a National 

Quali fying time of 1.06.50.  She was 1st in the gir ls 14/15yrs 100m freestyle in an 

NQT of 1.00.59 and in the 14/15yrs 400m freestyle with an NQT of 4.32.78.  She 

was 2nd in the 50m butterfly in 31.12, there is no 50m butterfly event at the 

Nationals in her age group thus no quali fying time. She came 2nd in the 200m 

butterfly in an NQT of 2.24.10, having swum a faster time of 2.23.10 in the heats. 

She was second in the 50m freestyle in another NQT of 28.49 and finally took the 

silver medal in the 200m freestyle in another NQT of 2.29.21.  Hannah also won a 

silver medal as par t of the ladies 4x200m freestyle relay team along with 

Char lotte Hobbs, Char lotte Robertson and Grace Archer and was par t of the 

ladies 4x100m relay team with, Char lotte Hobbs, Rebecca Cooke and Grace 

Archer which took the bronze medal. 
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Breaststroke specialist Sam Crowther also had a great weekend taking the gold 

medal in the boys 15/16yrs 200m breaststroke with an NQT of 2.29.21 and 

winning silver in the 100m breaststroke in 1.10.87.  The club’s other gold medal 

went to Simon Churchman who won the men’s open 400m freestyle with an NQT 

of 4.11.65 and took the bronze medal in the 100m freestyle in another NQT of 

54.75.  He had already swum an NQT of 1.58.56 in the heats of the 200m 

freestyle. 

 

Backstroker Stuar t McCrea took 3 silver medals in the 50m backstroke he swam 

an NQT of 28.52, in the 200m backstroke an NQT of 2.12.29 and in the 100m 

backstroke another NQT of 1.01.01. Stuar t also swam an NQT of 27.08 in the 

heats of the 50m butterfly.  17yrs old Chr is Ashton won silver in the boys open 

200m freestyle with an NQT of 1.57.77 and open 200m individual medley with 

another NQT of 2.14.25.  Chr is also swam the freestyle leg in the men’s 15yrs to 

18yrs medley relay team along with Allan Campbell , backstroke, Sam Crowther, 

breaststroke, and Alastair Davis, butterfly which took silver.  Allan Campbell 

swimming the backstroke leg swam an NQT of 1.02.20 in the event.  

 

For Leatherhead Grace Archer won silver in the gir ls 16yrs 200m butterfly and 

bronze in the 200m individual medley.  Char lotte Hobbs took bronze medals in 

the gir ls 14/15yrs 200m freestyle and 200m backstroke having swum an NQT of 

2.26.95 for the backstroke event in the heats.  Char lotte Robertson swam an 

NQT of 9.24.80 to take the bronze medal in the gir ls 16yrs 800 freestyle and 
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Char lotte Harman won the bronze medal in the gir ls 16yrs and over 200m 

backstroke with a PB of 2.28.43.
